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Cautious excitement

Investing in equities makes sense over the longer term. However, true though this may be, potential investors can

be forgiven for being wary in the current turbulent times.

Benefiting from opportunities worldwide

Often termed "Equity Income" funds, such investments have traditionally focused on UK companies. The case

for investing in such stocks is compelling, particularly for those looking for steady long term performance:

• The ability to pay high dividends combined with a strong and free cash flow, indicates a healthy balance sheet

underpinning the company

• A focus on the largest and most stable companies with few nasty surprises

• An income stream with the potential for inflation busting growth over time

• Potential for the capital value to rise over the medium to long term.

Little wonder then that Equity Income funds have been one of the most popular areas of investment for decades.

However, the UK bias is an area of potential risk for many funds, with few fund management groups having the

expertise to select such stocks overseas. Some of the most attractive opportunities in high yielding equities can now

be found globally. What's more, investing globally provides diversification of investment that can reduce risk,

although you should be aware that exchange rates can cause the value of investments to fall and rise. The Elite

Bloxham Global Equity Income Fund is one of the few core funds available which allows investors to benefit from

investment in high income equities on a global basis.

Creating the portfolio

With the Elite Bloxham Global Equity Income Fund, choosing stocks for the portfolio is the optimum blend of

science, experience and instinctive talent, with a five stage process. This is carried out by a team of 11 strong

as follows:

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The Bloxham Proprietary Quantitative Screening Model

The fund managers initially rely on a proprietary quantitative screening model managed by Bloxham’s independent

research team. With a global universe for consideration it is vital that a robust process is in place to screen available

investments. This screen is unique to Bloxham and has been stress tested over many years.

The filter criteria would select stocks which have:

• Above average dividend yield

• Low debt to equity ratio

• High cash cover on dividend payments

• Low price earnings ratios with stable earnings growth expected.

The screen reduces the thousands of potential investments available globally down to a more manageable 300

or so stocks which the fund management team will then consider in detail. The fund managers are not allowed

to invest in stocks that lie outside this list.

Top Down View & Fundamental Research

Pramit Ghose sets in place a top down view outlining key themes, sectors and geographical regions he would like

to see represented in the portfolio. The stock list of 300 (i.e. output from screening process in Stage 1) is then

reduced to a more manageable 100 stocks by identifying stocks that fit the overall top down view. Rigorous

fundamental analysis is then undertaken by the senior fund managers including the use of fundamental valuation

tools as follows:

Fundamental tools

We firmly believe in a "back to basics" approach rather than jumping on fads and trends which, as we have seen 

all too often, are simply unsustainable.

Our views on stocks and markets are backed by fundamentals such as:

• Price/Earnings Ratio

• Earnings/Bond Yield Ratio

• Price to Sales

• Price to Cash Flow

• Discounted Cash Flow Model

• Dividend/Bond Yield Ratio.

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Investment Selection Decision

Our fund managers use their experience, skills and expertise to create a portfolio list of between 50 and 70 stocks.

Although the team comprises four senior fund managers and five equity analysts it is Pramit Ghose who has the

final say on what gets into the Elite Bloxham Global Equity Income Fund. When making the final selection for the

portfolio, the fund managers will draw upon a variety of market information regarding a company as well as face

to face meetings with their management. From this we can gauge the attractiveness of a stock and in particular

its ability to grow its dividend yield. Bloxham tend to meet company management both in Dublin and overseas.

Members of the senior fund management team do travel to meet companies on their home patch whether that be

in the US, UK, Europe or Asia. Decisions on whether to buy a stock or indeed sell or reduce a holding can be done

without delay as we are a relatively small and nimble company.

Portfolio Construction & The Bloxham Proprietary Technical Analysis Model

Stock holdings tend to be 1% to 6% depending on their size, risk and what stage in the economic cycle we are in.

80% of the Elite Bloxham Global Equity Income Fund Portfolio will invest in mega-cap and large cap companies

globally with 20% invested in more opportunistic plays. Sector weightings result from the stock picking process

but are also included from an overall portfolio context. It is very much a common sense approach when it comes

to sector weightings. Today 90% of the portfolio is invested in large and mega-capitalised companies and there

are 56 holdings in the portfolio now.

The Bloxham Proprietary Technical Analysis Model helps us best time the buying and selling of stocks in the

marketplace and is a model unique to Bloxham. This model looks at a list of key technical indicators including

bull/bear surveys as well as hedge fund activity indicators. This model can identify when stocks are in a trading

range or when they are breaking into a positive or negative trend. It is an important part of the overall investment

process at Bloxham and has added value since its implementation in 2003.

Best Execution

Fund managers execute their own deals and this has allowed Bloxham to build up close relationships with brokers

who provide us with good ideas and key news flows on particular stocks. Bloxham also boast a dedicated portfolio

and administration team. The Bloxham aim is to provide accurate and cost efficient dealing for our portfolios at

all times.

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About the lead fund manager Pramit Ghose

Pramit has a long and successful record in managing investments and in particular global equity income portfolios

which he has been managing for a decade now.
